Abstract

Object: Population migration ds”a complex socio-economic phenomenon, closely related to various aspects of
economic and socio-politicaldifejthe farmation and manifestation of their changing trends, including changes in society
in the context of pandemic migrationt

Methods: The authors'usedsa number of methods: system analysis, questionnaires, structural modeling, analysis
and comparison using SmartyPLS, a graphical method. Using these methods allows one to objectively perceive the
important features @f.the madern concept of migration, tools and indicators of its transformation.

Findings: The results of the study were justified by the confirmation of the research hypothesis. Through the
survey questions, thetype of indicators of independent variables in the abbreviated version is shown. The coefficient of
determinationyof independent and dependent variables (R) was 0.951. This means that population migration was
affected by the'pandemic.

Conclusions: The migration is a big problem that is directly related to the economic, social well-being of the
country, and the cost of human capital. It is necessary to study the circumstances of this issue and look for ways to solve
it.
