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The Republic of Tiirkiye is a new state. However, it is a continuation of the Ottoman Empire in cultural
and institutional terms. Because it is a new state, after its establishment, the Republic of Tiirkiye sought to
reform its social institutions, including culture, politics, law, economics, and education. The fundamental
reason for this desire for reform is the acceptance of the deterioration of social institutions as the cause of the
Ottoman Empire's collapse.

To this end, significant changes and regulations were implemented in the educational institution, and
important innovations were made. The first state institution of the new Republic of Tiirkiye was the Grand
National Assembly of Tiirkiye (TBMM), established on April 23, 1920 [1, p. 2]. Ten days after the Assembly's
establishment on May 2, 1920, the Ministry of National Education (MEB) was established [2, p. 2]. On July
15, 1921, the first Education Congress was held in Ankara under the chairmanship of Atatiirk. In the following
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period, on March 3, 1924, the law on the Unification of Education was enacted, bringing the scattered and
uncontrolled educational institutions under the control of the Ministry of National Education. To facilitate
integration with the West, the Latin alphabet was adopted on November 3, 1928, and in the same year, People's
Schools were established to increase the literacy rate [3, p. 2]. Istanbul University, whose origins go back even
further, was reopened in 1933, and the Ankara Faculty of Language, History, and Geography was established
in 1935 [4, p. 3].

As part of the work carried out in the field of education, the curricula that have existed since the Ottoman
era have been updated or completely rewritten. The first philosophy curriculum of the Republican era was
prepared in 1924. The second philosophy curriculum of the Republican era was prepared in 1935 [5, p. 3].

As these examples show, the young Republic of Tiirkiye placed great importance on education. As part
of this importance and as a continuation of it, in 1945, the Ministry of National Education commissioned
Osman Pazarli to prepare a book titled "Philosophy Homeworks." This book is a supplementary textbook for
philosophy courses, containing examples of assignments that could be given within the course's. scope and
serving as a guide.

METHODS

This study utilized a qualitative research method. Qualitative research involves. analyzing and
interpreting texts, interviews, and observations to discover descriptive and meaningful patterns of a particular
context, phenomenon, or topic. [6, p. 3]. This method allows for in-depth examination of events, ideas, and
data, and the discovery of aspects that have remained relatively hidden.

Interpretation techniques were also used in this study. Interpretation'is a technique employed in
qualitative research designs that facilitates the elaboration and understanding of data.

This study primarily uses the book "Philosophy Homeworks," by Osman Pazarli, published in 1945, as
a supplementary textbook. The study is limited to the first unit of the book, titled "The Subject and Character
of Philosophy." This unit addresses assignments that could be given regarding the relationship between science
and philosophy.

CONCEPTUAL AND THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

The concepts related to the study can be summarized as follows:

Philosophy: In its short and comprehensive sense, it means "being on the road" [7, p. 4]. In this respect,
it can be said that philosophy focuses on the process rather than the results. This process can sometimes take
the form of directly doing philosophy and sometimes of learning philosophy.

Psychology: In its broadest sense, psychology is the branch of science that studies human and animal
behavior. As a science, psychology attempts to explain the underlying causes of behavior, as well as mental
processes such as behavior, emotion, thought,-and perception [8, p. 4]. Within efforts to translate the word into
Turkish, "psychology" has been rendered.as "ruhbilim" (spiritual science), but academic circles have not
adopted this term.

Sociology: Sociology is the sciencethat studies social events, phenomena, institutions, and relationships
within society and attempts to‘understand society by establishing connections among them [9, p. 4].

Metaphysics: Ancient”and’ medieval philosophers believed that metaphysics, like chemistry or
astrology, should be defined by its subject matter. In this respect, metaphysics means "being in itself" or "the
science that studies the first causes of things." Since Aristotle defined the subject of first philosophy as "being
in itself" and "first causes," metaphysics can be said to deal with "unchanging things." [10, p. 4]

FINDINGS

In’ ancient-times, philosophy and science were a unified whole. Later, they gradually separated. In
ancient Greece, philosophy was a distinguished science that maintained its holistic structure. In the Middle
Ages, while it continued to maintain its holistic structure, it came under the influence of religion. In the modern
era, philosophy has been likened to a great tree. The root of this tree is metaphysics, its trunk is physics, and
its branches are mechanics, medicine, and ethics [11, p. 5].

The first chapter of the philosophy textbook, prepared by Osman Pazarli for the Ministry of National
Education in 1945, titled "The Subject and Character of Philosophy," begins by giving students the following
general homework [11, p. 5]:

"Is there a difference between scientific knowledge and philosophical knowledge?"

The book then outlines the chapter's work plan, comparisons between science and metaphysics, the
relationship between specific sciences and philosophy, and the relationship between positive sciences and
philosophy. Following this, it presents assignments that could be given to students on these topics.

These Philosophy Homeworks are as follows: [11, p. 5]:

1. How do you understand the relationships between philosophy and science? Does philosophy
have to give importance to ideas and phenomena that fall outside the scientific field?
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2. What is philosophical intelligence? Compare philosophical intelligence with scientific

intelligence and explain their values.

Does philosophy have a specific subject and method?

According to today's understanding, what is philosophy, and what are its benefits?
How would you define philosophy?

The branches of philosophy.

What is the relationship between philosophy, psychology, and sociology?

What are the branches of metaphysics?

Show the connection between philosophy and history.

10. Explain the impact of philosophy on social life.

As can be seen, some of the statements in these sections are not written in the form of question sentences.
This indicates that the statements in this book are not only exam questions but also the subject matter to be
covered in class.

The questions and assignments primarily focus on revealing the relationship between philosophy and
science.

It is interesting that the concept of "philosophical intelligence," which is no longer used, appears in the
questions and assignments.

Some of the questions aim to reveal the subject matter and sub-branches of philosophy. Other questions
aim to determine the relationship between philosophy and various fields, such as:psychology, sociology, and
history.

In the questions, students are asked to develop their own definitions of philosephy and to comment on
the roles philosophy plays in daily life.

RESULTS

The Republic of Tiirkiye, established immediately after the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, clearly
placed great importance on education. The institutions created, the laws enacted, the curricula prepared, and
the textbooks printed for this purpose are the most important indicators:

This is because Tiirkiye, during this period, was'a state that had recently emerged from numerous wars.
Consequently, it was struggling with the economic, cultural, and social difficulties brought about by these
wars. The founders of the republic's emphasis on education in the face of this challenging reality is one of the
most significant proofs that the Turkish people saw their salvation in education.

The existence of the book "Philosophy Homeworks," prepared by Osman Pazarli for the Ministry of
National Education in 1945 and examined in this research, indicates that the newly established Republic of
Tiirkiye considered philosophy education anwimportant value for the Turkish people. This book was not a
textbook, but rather a resource prepared to support lessons. Considering the historical and social conditions, it
represents a remarkably progressive approach for its time.

The questions in the "Subject.and Character of Philosophy" section, when evaluated as a whole, indicate
that the difficulty level is high'and that they require students to have a general knowledge of philosophy. This
gives the impression that students in that period were a more successful generation compared to today.
