goretical approach is more typical for domestic and Russian researchers, and represents the
shadow economy as an economic category reflecting a complex set of economic relations [1].

Foreign researchers are more inclined to the operational approach, which defines the shadow
economy by measuring it through actions [2]. This kind of approach is used in the course of solving
statistical, applied problems, formulating recommendations on improving legislation and making
adjustments to the ongoing socio-economic policy.

Traditionally, the list of specific tools peculiar to the economic approach includes:

- the study of the influence exerted by the shadow economy on the degree of effectiveness of the
economic policy, the use and distribution of available economic resources;

- development of reliable methods for its objective assessment and measurement.

Economic concepts explore the shadow economy not only within the framework of an institutional
approach, but also at the global, macro and micro levels.
