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THE ORIGIN OF THE IDEA OF "MANGILIK EL" IS KAZAKH PATRIOTISM

Relevance of work. Kazakhstan's patriotism has been declared one of the basic principles of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (Article 1, Paragraph 2). The first president of.the Republic of Kazakhstan
N. A. Nazarbayev in his strategy "Kazakhstan-2030" set the task of forming Kazakhstan's
patriotism as one of the seven long-term priorities of our development. The main condition and
prerequisite for the formation of patriotism is, first of all; the awareness, awareness that the
individual is a citizen of a clearly defined state. It implies the existence of independent statehood of
the people.

This carries the risk of getting rid of spiritual
origins and originality for any people. In this regard, the National Patriotic idea "Mangilik EI" is
defined as the value basis of Kazakhstan's identity. Academician O. Ismagulov: the concept of"
Mangilik EI " has existed in the history of our country for a long time. This term was also used in
the days of the Turkic kaganate. It is known from history that the Turks called their great state
"Eternal country”. The word "Mangilik EI" is also found in the monuments of Orkhon and in the
inscriptions of Kultegin. So this is not an ethnotherm that came by chance. The Kazakh people are a
nation formed in ancient times. Our history is marked in our own bones, in our own bones," he
says[2,45].
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The National Patriotic idea «mangilik El» is a qualitatively new level of patriotic
consciousness of the people of Kazakhstan. It fosters civic responsibility and a new Kazakh
patriotism. Citizenship should be understood not only as a seal on a document, but also by each of
us from the point of view of patriotism. The New Kazakhstan patriotism is based on the principle of
mutual responsibility of the citizen and the state.

"For the first time, the National idea " mangilik El ""was proposed by the first president of the
Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev to implement the tasks defined in the address to the
people of Kazakhstan ""Kazakhstan's way — 2050: common goal, common interests, common future
" dated January 17, 2014." This idea has deep historical and philosophical roots, close to all
citizens of Kazakhstan, regardless of ethnic and religious characteristics. The adoption of the
National Patriotic idea” mangilik EI " is based on the evolution of the independent development of
our country. From the very beginning of independence, Kazakhstan wanted the unity of the people,
built on equality and harmony in the course of its development.

The adoption of the concept of strengthening and
developing Kazakhstan's identity and-unity, approved by the decree of the president of the Republic
of Kazakhstan dated December 28, 2015, is based on the logic of a new stage of State Building.
