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Introduction

Social policy is abroad disgiplinary which tries to provide a solution to respond
to the necessities of socialalife. \Economic and environmental variables influence
social issues. These modifications also vary depending on social structure and
government policyy(Singh & Prog, n.d.). Social policy is frequently seen as the
poor relation of otherysocial sciences such as economics, sociology, and political
science as an area of research and analysis. It is dismissed as a practical subject
concerned mainly with issues of social security benefits and healthcare system
administration.,,Some academics argue that by combining the insights of
economics, sociology, political science, and other social sciences to address the
question of ‘how the social wellbeing of the world's people is met, it holds a
superigr position in terms of the functionality of its analytical frameworks and its
normative concerns with issues of social justice and human needs (International et
al.;’2012; Liu et al., 2018).

During the 1980s to 1990s, social policy has concentrated on the delivery of
limited services and welfare which was too lack for achieving a balance between
social and economic development(Cernea, 1999). At the earlier time, social policy
should not be a primary policy objective for developing countries. However, their
priority was economic growth. On the contrary, today's high-income economies
have made significant investments in social development, and the people of
Europe, Japan, North America, Australia, and New Zealand have enjoyed
unprecedented levels of wealth. Social policies that are well-designed and
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implemented can shape countries, promote employment and development,
eliminate marginalization, and resolve conflict. They are an integral component of
any National Development Strategy aimed at achieving economic growth and
social equity (United Nations. Dept. of Economic and Social Affairs., 2008).Five
social policies will be discussed such as National Social Protection Policy, Social
Protection System — Liberia, Globalization (Global social policy), Social Policy in
Latin America, and the Caribbean, and Updating Improving the Social Protection
Index — Asian Development Bank (ADB) - Afghanistan. Among these social
policies the Social Protection System — Liberia will be discussed:

Social Protection System — Liberia: Social protection encompasses policies
and programs which can provide income to poor people, support, the most
vulnerable households, and enhance access to economic opportunities. The main
aim of this policy is to deduct food insecurity and deprivation, bysincreasing the
resilience of vulnerable families and groups(LIBERIA, n.d.; 2Yeates, 1999).The
main types of Social protection policy are: Social assistance grogram: Liberia's
government is much more concentrated to support threugh cash transfers, in-kind
transfers to the poorest people, remove the obstacle of/access to education.Social
insurance schemes: it is a contributory program that helps to manage risk. Both
private and governmental sectors are work taegether.Social legislation: the result
from labor legislation of employer-funded pragrams which protect employees from
risks, work conditions, discrimination, and maternity benefits along with health
and safety legislation. The social protection system is only focused on the poorest
and poverty and tries to protectiythem from the worst consequences of that
poverty(America, 2014; Singh & Progpnid.).

Conclusion: Social policies are almost the same all around the world. All of
them much more focusing tewreduce poverty, increase the rate of employment,
motivate poor people far education, and decrease the risks of illness in the world.
Liberia Social Protection_System concentrates to increase the income of poor
households. Global,Soeial Policy tries to study the welfare state. And suggested
four theories to explain the relationship between globalization and the welfare
state. These theories and arguments indicate the concern how the forces of
globalization affect social policy.
