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Annotation: In the modern economy, infoermation technologies are becoming important. They penetrate
all sectors of the economy of Kazakhstan. Currently, one of the important directions of increasing the social
orientation of the state to solve the problems of society is social entrepreneurship. This trend is observed not
only in Kazakhstan, but also in other countries of the world. Social entrepreneurship is based on business
platforms. Business processes in social entrepreneurship are based on them. Therefore, it is important to find
modern methods for optimizing business models. One of the tools is crowdfunding.

Keyword: social entrepreneurship, non-profit organizations, monetization of social projects, socially
responsible business, crowdfunding.

In the Republiciof Kazakhstan, social entrepreneurship as a special form of business activity can only
be considered a developing economic phenomenon. The rapid development of the market economy has
negatively affected the solution of social problems in our society. And, despite the fact that our economy is
socially oriented; at present a significant number of social problems are beyond the attention of the state. It is
important to note that such processes are typical not only for our country, but also for many others, including
highly developed ones. The main form of social entrepreneurship in Kazakhstan remains non-profit
organizations (NGOs), which are usually financed by the state or foreign grants. And sometimes these funds
are not enough. Therefore, many NGOs have begun to look for ways to organize their activities, taking into
account the fact that they will be able to make a profit. Here, an important issue is the ability to find a market
niche that could meet the needs of socially vulnerable members of our society, as well as the needs of
socially oriented organizations themselves.

Today, the Republic of Kazakhstan is implementing quite a large number of projects in the framework
of social entrepreneurship. As already mentioned above, the main share of them falls on projects
implemented by non-profit organizations.

The peculiarity of implementing such projects is that NGOs are designed to solve certain social
problems, but not to organize their activities in order to increase their financial independence. Therefore, if
the volume of funding from external sources decreases (the state, patrons, sponsors, grants, and own funds),
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
